Under Bed Storage Cabinet Doors

Supplies Required:  Oak or other hardwood (we used 1-1/4” oak) to build cabinet frame and door frames, 2 piano hinges the length of the finished doors, 2 pairs of cabinet hinges, 2 knobs and 2 door catches.

1. Remove panel from end of bed base (3 screws on either side and 3 screws on the floor inside the storage space).  Save oak panels to make doors.

2. Build cabinet frame with a center support of 1” x 1-1/4” oak (or other hardwood).  This frame should be the same size as the framework removed.  Attach this frame to the end of the bed base.

3. Make frames for 4 doors and groove frames to fit double thickness of oak panels.  If you wish, frames may be shaped with a router.  Cut each oak panel into 4 pieces to fit door frames.  Insert oak panels back to back (double ply for extra strength) into grooves on frames.

4. Door width should equal distance from center support to side frame, less 1/8”, plus ½” divided by 2.  Height of door is height of opening in cabinet frame plus ½”.

5. Join doors in pairs with piano hinge and attach to frame with regular cabinet hinges.

6. Stain to match cabinets (we used Flecto Varathane Honey Oak gel stain which was a perfect match for the woodwork in the trailr) and finish with 2 to 3 coats of Varathane varnish (we used semi-gloss finish).

7. Add knobs to match trailer décor and install catches.

NOTE:  Purchased or custom-made doors can also be used.
